· Answer all the questions below in substantially-studied, well-considered, neatly-organized and grammatically flawless sentences that constitute a couple of, or a few, paragraphs, depending on the scope and structure of the question. Answer all these questions clearly and coherently, as if you were writing a mini-essay. As it is a take-home exam, compositional fineness and citational precision are required. Try not to ramble. Try and be as concise as possible, while being informative. Trim all the unnecessary fat, as much as possible; fill the page only with essential and necessary words that are carefully chosen and edited.

· Your answer to each numbered question should be no less than 500 words and no more than 800 words: approximately 1.5 to 3 pages, double-spaced. Do not copy or repeat the question verbatim, partly or wholly: they are not your words, and they are not part of 500+ word count. Do not "pad" the text, either, with redundant or superficial notes. Page fillers will not be simply ignored but noted negatively.   

· In all cases, make sure you cite relevant passages from the designated primary text (reading material listed in the syllabus) incisively and informatively. The more specific, the better.

· Submit by deadline a hard copy of word-processed text. No email submission is accepted.  
1. Regulative ideals that become the skeleton of Kant's political philosophy are characterized by their judicious disinterestedness and normative universalism. Although inspired by Rousseau's Romantic vision and humanism, Kant held views on political right that are different from those advanced and cherished by Rousseau. Compare and discuss Kant and Rousseau on the question of the origin and direction of political right and freedom.      
2. Hegel's Philosophy Right, as a whole, consists of three parts or a tripartite (pyramid-like) system: constantly integrating or unifying thoughts, the book moves from "Abstract Right (1st Part)" to "Ethical System (3rd)" via individuated or experienced "Morality" (2nd). Illustrate this ethics-based, dialectical movement of the political by contextualizing and discussing a few key passages from Philosophy of Right. Aim for a coherent and dynamic understanding of the key ideas of Hegel's political philosophy – select any passages you find interesting or important, and then work from there by relating them to the key ideas of Hegel's philosophy of the "universal particular." Whatever passages you choose to discuss, the plot, the broad story, you're constructing in your own words should demonstrate your attempt and capacity to understand Hegel's "system."
3. Provide a critical summary and evaluation of the argument in Pateman's article, "The Fraternal Social Contract." Observe how she attempts to rewrite Rousseau.
